
Background

During the period of October 21-22, 2009, Revelstoke Community
Forest Corporation underwent the 3rd annual surveillance audit to the
Sustainable Forestry Initiative (SFI®) Standard 2005-2009. The
registration cycle is over 5 years with surveillance audits conducted
annually. This report summarizes the audit process and results of the
QMI-SAI Global surveillance audit.

Scope of Certification

The Revelstoke Community Forest Corporation Sustainable Forestry
Initiative® Program as it applies to their forest management activities
on TFL 56.

Executive Summary

The SFI Program third-party surveillance was undertaken by QMI-SAI Global. QMI-SAI
Global is an independent third party registrar that is accredited by the ANSI-ASQ National
Accreditation Board (ANAB) for registrations to SFIS 2005-2009. This ensures the integrity
and credibility of the audit process.

The audit assessed active and completed harvest operations through interviews with RCFC
staff and contractors. The audit also assessed the SFIS and supporting EMS
documentation, along with records at the RCFC office in Revelstoke.

The area covered by the SFI plan includes RCFC’s operating areas in and around the Revelstoke area of British
Columbia on TFL 56.

RCFC’s operation consists of planning, harvesting, loading and hauling, road construction and maintenance and
silviculture.
